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Travelling to Gulf Wars 

413 miles to the Gulf Wars: seven hours, 

four TALL, TALL bridges, over a lot of 

swamp through parts of Louisiana, then 

north up through Southern Mississippi to 

the site. I never wanted to stop and kiss a 

sign so much as when I saw the sign 

óHillsdale Road - 5 milesô. Huzzah!!! I was 

almost there! 

Arrival 

I saw Mistress Hillary and Her Excellency 

Lissa hard at work at the troll registration 

tables, helping everyone get all their info 

and documents squared away. 

When I arrived at Stargateôs lands, the first 

familiar faces were Their Excellencies Ihon 

and Isabeau. Thank You! This would be my 

home away from home for the next seven 

days. 

After setting up my tent, my first destination 

was to check into the Watch and volunteer 

for a late night watch shift (You want to 

Volunteer!!! Pick a shift and bless you!!!). 

Monday Evening Storm 

I watched the dark clouds roll in quick then 

dove into my tent. Then it poured. Rain 

came down in buckets. There was lightning, 

too!

The colors, people, hors-

es and dogs were fantastic as they paraded 

to the fort. Our own Herr Dietrich Strobel-

bart announced each kingdomôs royalty as 

they passed through the gate, then there 

were intros by each kingdomôs herald and 

speeches by each royal couple. Everyone 

was ready to enjoy the day! 

Tuesday Night 

I reported to the Watch for my shift: 7:00 

pm to 11:00 pm. I directed traffic at Five 

Points and told people where to go (in a 

nice way). If you really want to experience 

the diversity of people and kingdoms at 

Gulf Wars, volunteer for Traffic Control at 

Five Points. It is quite a show. There are 

many different kinds of garb to be seen and 

many people to meet as they pass by. One 

gentleman named me the Traffic Cop (in a 

nice way), others thanked me for volunteer-

ing to help everyone be safe as people and 

vehicles shared the same space. A Trimaran 

gentleman came by loaded with silver and 

blue beads; he used my chair to re-sort his 

beads, handed me a set (my toll J), then 

thanked me and off he strode to the Trima-

ran Party. The Mounted Watch came by 

several times after they had patrolled differ-

ent areas of the Gulf Wars site. 

Wednesday 

I attended the Known World Heraldôs So-

cial and had a great time talking with her-

alds from many of the attending kingdoms.

Whitewolf, makes a great Italian wedding 

soup and a very good mead.

Thursday 

Ansteorran Court was held at the Ansteor-

ran Gates. It was a beautiful night. The 

torches were a little too close to the Royals: 

many people were getting a little too close 

to the flames as they came up to present 

themselves to Their Majesties and Their 

Highnesses. I received my first Ansteorran 

Gulf Wars token from Her Majesty Ebergar-

disô hands. Thank You, Your Majesty. 

Afterwards was Midnight Madness in the 

Merchants Row. It was a little too dark for 

shopping but interesting to see the people 

roaming around. 

Friday - Volunteering at Heraldôs Point 

Wall-to-wall people sought consultations to 

submit their names and devices. One gen-

tleman was working on his fourth name and 

persona, in Arabic no less. Does anyone 

know the Arabic word for ómusicianô? We 

did not slow down until near closing time. I 

did some shopping and just hung out at 

camp. The final head count as reported by 

the newspaper, The Gulf Wars Tapestry was 

3,587 gentles on site. 

Saturday 

There was more of the same with many 

camps starting to pack up for Sunday. The 

volunteer raffle was held; there were many 

fine items to given to the lucky ticket hold-

ers. One lad ended up winning a dress ï 

wasnôt his face red. 

Sunday 

I packed up and was on the road again after 

saying goodbyes and ósee you at homeô or 

ósee you next yearô. Then I travelled 413 

miles home over the same TALL bridges 

and seven hours later was finally home. 

All Week 

Finally, my first Gulf Wars experience was 

fun and interesting. I met a lot of people 

from all over the Known World and learned 

a lot about being in a very large village. I 

enjoyed seeing young men and ladies hawk-

ing the Gulf Wars newspaper everyday; it 

was a good way to catch up with the news. 

One of the main experiences I had was vol-

unteering all week to be a consulting herald 

at Heraldôs Point. It became my master class 

in learning to work with heraldic submis-

sions and clients. The submission heralds 

from the different kingdoms were great to 

work alongside and were always willing to 

answer questions about heraldry and a 

heraldôs work. One of the heralds there was 

the SCA College of Arms Wreath Sovereign 

of Arms - Master Tanczos Istvan, who was 

always willing to answer any question you 

had about the submission process. I also 

found out that mundanely he had worked at 

Lehigh University in the Libraryôs Interli-

brary Loan department. It is a small world.  

Favorite Memories 

�x�� His Excellency Ihon playing his guitar 
and singing songs around the Stargate 

camp and all of us joining in when we 

knew the words. He is a good musician 

and singer. 

�x�� All the different period and semi peri-
od tents all over the site. 

�x�� Very large horses travelling around the 
camps. 

�x�� A halo around the moon on Sunday 
followed by heavy rain on Monday 

evening. 

�x�� The felt hat that showed up everywhere 
in different colors all around the site. 

The Basket Man must have made a 

tidy sum of money off the sales.

bought a hat from him, too. 

�x�� Most of all, meeting and making new 
friends with people from different 

kingdoms of the Known World.
