The Laurel Principal Sovereign of Arms ( Laurel ) is the principal heraldic officer of the Society and the head of the College of Arms .  Lau-
rel is responsible for fostering the study and practice of heraldry, supervising the processing of submissions, and overseeing the heraldic 
activities of the Known World.   

Laurel is an unpaid position, currently requiring approximately 20 hours a week.  The position requires considerable tact and patience, ar-
mory and onomastic knowledge, supervisory ability, the ability to work within tight deadlines and coordinate closely with Wreath, Pelican 
and other staff to produce a Laurel letter of Acceptance and Return monthly. Some computer literacy (word processing skills), e-mail and 
telephone access, and time and ability to travel are also necessary. 

Resumes must be received by 
March 1, 2008. 

 

Announcement - Background Checks 

As was announced last year, the SCA is implementing a background  check policy for the benefit of our membership and the organization. 

The background checks will be performed by a properly licensed vendor  for all persons in leadership and supervisory roles that may re-
quire  contact with otherwise unchaperoned minors. 

Officials who are required to have background checks include, but are  not limited to, youth activities officers at all levels, adults  acting as 
youth marshals for any martial activity, persons organizing/ in charge of youth activities for events. 

This policy will be implemented on February 15, 2008. The Kingdom  Seneschals will be informing those who need to undergo background  
checks of this requirement. Current officers requiring background  checks that are subject to this policy will have 4 weeks to return  the 
appropriate paperwork before their warrants will be revoked.
