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As the drums of war fade and we recover from our 
wounds, bruises, and assorted hurts, we start to think of 
things that went great and maybe things that did not go 
so great. We think, "Next year I'm gonna do that again!" 
or we think, "Next year I'm not gonna do that again", or 
I am going to get that other thing or fix that other thing! 

This missive is about something that needs to be 
fixed! 

The Ansteorrean Towers stand by the gate and pro-
claim to the whole Known World that these lands are 
Ansteorrean Lands and that in these lands reside An-
steorraens and that all those who enter these lands 
should keep that in mind. 

These Towers were built tall and strong but have not 
had much care and maintenance over the last several 
years so they are having problems. Local critters were 
hard at work making a home in them. The top has 
sagged in the middle and holes have developed so that 
water pours in and soaks the interior.

Once we 
get more of the design work done we will have a better 
estimate of what it will cost.

Potential New Peerage Explora-
tory Committee 

Based on input from the Census 
results, as well as an examination 
of the breadth and depth of par-
ticipation across the Known World 
and the unique subculture, ethos, 
and goals it has developed within 
the Society, the Board of Directors 
intends to explore the possibility 
of creating a new peerage to recog-
nize as peers those participants 
who meet the general requirements 
for a patent of arms and who dem-
onstrate prowess in Rapier / Cut 
and Thrust Combat. As this would 
potentially be the first additional 
peerage for the SCA in many dec-
ades, input and feedback from the 
Known World throughout the 
exploratory process is essential.  

The SCAõs Board of Directors is 
seeking individuals interested in 
participating in an Exploratory 
Committee focused on developing 
a set of options for potential im-
plementation of a new peerage for 
Rapier Combat and/or Cut and 
Thrust Combat. This committee 
would be responsible for develop-
ing sets of recommendations for 
heraldry, regalia, corpora changes 
and identifying and addressing 
associated issues around creating 
and implementing such a peerage, 
and would consist of representa-
tives of the following categories: 

· One recognized Rapier Fencer or 
Rapier Fencing Official 

· One recognized C&T Fencer or 
C&T Fencing Official 

· One Fencing Laurel (recognized 
for Fence) 

· One Fencing Pelican (recognized 
for Fence) 

· One Fencing Knight/Master at 
Arms 

· Two Heralds 

· One Non-Fencing Pelican 

· One Non-Fencing Laurel 

· One Non-Fencing Knight/
Master at Arms 

· One Lady of the Rose 

· One expert in Corpora (e.g., 
Seneschal) 

· One SCA Archivist or Histo-
rian 

Please submit Letters of Intent 
by July 1st, 2012 and identify to 
which of the above categories 
you are specifically applying. 
Those individuals who have 
expressed interest already via the 
Comments email address or the 
Directors email address will be 
considered.

The exploration into a new 
stand-alone Peerage for Rapier / 
Cut and Thrust is driven not 
only by what the Board of Di-
rectors perceives to be a very 
high level of sup-
port across the or-
ganization, but also 
because it expresses 
a defined and spe-
cific culture that is 
unique and separate 
from chivalric ar-
moured combat, 
other martial arts, 
and the unique and 
separate cultures of 
the Arts and Sci-
ences and Service 
communities. 

The results of this 
Exploratory Com-
mittee, along with 
comments from the 
populace about 
those results, will 
then be reviewed by 
a much larger and 
more representative 
Review Committee. 
The Review Com-
mittee will be estab-

lished later by the Board of Direc-
tors and will be comprised of rep-
resentatives selected by the rele-
vant groups and organizations 
within and across the Society (e.g., 
the Kingdoms, Peerages, Heralds, 
Seneschals, Grand Council, Rapier 
Fencing Community, and C&T 
Fencing Community) as a final 
input into the process. The Board 
will be working with those organi-
zations to request their nominees 
following the formation of the 
Exploratory Committee. The 
Board welcomes all commentary 
throughout this exploratory proc-
ess from the populace at large.
